Bideford and Manteo
In Partnership

Bideford and Manteo are sister Ccities,

connected historically through the 1587 Lost
Colony under command of Sir Richard Grenville,
Bideford’s Lord of the Manor; and more recently
through the town twinning.

Manteo, Bideford and their surrounding areas have
vibrant arts communities; this is your chance to make
contact with your twin via a postcard, handmade in any
medium, to reflect in image and words something
unique about where you live.

Both towns have seasonal tourism. Historically
postcards have been sent as a greeting from overseas.
You may create up to 6 handmade original postcards,
half of which will be exhibited in your town, the other
half in your twin town. You may enter the same
postcards, as a limited edition, in both towns or make
unique postcards for both galleries.

Dare County Arts Council and
Bideford Bay Creatives will exercise
the best possible care in the
handling of works, but shall not be
responsible for loss or damage due
to fire, theft, vandalism, or any
other cause. The artist grants DCAC
and BBC permission to photograph
the entries for archival purposes,
publicity, website, and/or for
publications.

Submission Guidelines

Subject matter should be appropriate
for a postcard.

Maximum of 3 entries per exhibition
venue; giving a total of up to 6
(no entry fee).

Size must conform to a standard small
postcard and be thin enough and light
enough to be sent through the postal
system i.e. approximately 6”x4”.

Format MUST be HORIZONTAL.

Entries must be original and executed
within the last year.

All postcards must be dry and ready
to show.

All postcards must be signed by the
artist.

All postcards must have an original
front visual and a literary back which
includes the postcard’s title and
doesn’t infringe on any copyrights.

Artists are asked to bring two copies of
their resume/cv for inclusion in a
portfolio.

Postcards must be packaged in an
envelope with an entry form.

All postcards must be for sale.
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
